Year in Review  
 
Whether it was math, reading, pottery, a 

Pistonôs game, Bible studies, or camping 

trips its been another great year here at 

Wellspring. Hereôs an update on our pro-

grams and some of the highlights of the 

year.  

 

Academic  
& Recreation Program  
 
Kumon Math & Reading  
 
Wellspring has run the math component of 

the Kumon program since 1993, and this 

past year we added the Kumon reading 

component. These two programs provide 

students in the Brightmoor/Old Redford 

community of northwest Detroit with a quality math and reading cur-

riculum. From January to December Wellspring served 66 students. 

Our math students cumula-

tively increased 119 grade 

levels in math skill, 

which averaged to 

about 1.8 per student. 

In reading, students 

together achieved  29 

grade level increases 

in reading/English 

skills, averaging  2  

grade level increases 

per student.  14 of 

our students have 

been part of the read-

ing component.  

Five of Wellspringôs students won 

awards at a regional Kumon honors 

ceremony for achieving 

a level half a year or 

more beyond their cur-

rent grade level in 

school. Several students 

achieved grade levels in 

math equivalent to their 

current grade levels in 

school for the first time. 

 
Recreation
